ABOUT THE ISLE OF SKYE

The Isle of Skyes an island of 1,656km2 situated off the west coast of Scotland, separated from
Kyle of Lochalslon the mainland by the Skye Bridge which spans Loch Alghkitown for its

rugged landscapes, picturesque fishing villages and medieval castles. The largest island in the Inner
Hebrides archipelago, it has an indented coastline of peninsulas and névohs, radiating out

from a mountainous interior. Portreis the capital and largest town on the island.

HEALTH & SAFETY NOTES (ADVISORY BEANTH & SAFETY OF YOURSELF AND
OTHERS IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY)

Key general points are as follows:

1 This photography workshop is based in terrain consistent with mountain and upland
landscapes. We are usually out #B hours visiting a number of locationsnportantly wemay
also be reaching two or three of these locations in near darkness to dateh light.

1 We ensure that the course is designed around your capabilities, and if applicable, takes full
account of any physical limitations. In all cases we discuss the content wbtlkehopwith you
beforehand based on your answers to tArkshopQuestionnaire.

1 With exposed locations, on each day we will make an assessmeheiofsafety and make a
final decision based on the weather conditions. fEh&vill always be alternative$ weather
conditions do not permit our first choice

1 Please note howesr that this is a photography course and not a mountain treke emphasis
is on stopping at specific locations to learn and practice photographic techniques and to explore
the potential for great photographyTherefore, he majority of locations aréairly accessible
from the car;however we do intend to offer 2 upland half days for those wishing to do this (see
itinerary).

1 Weonly stray from froma public footpath or right of wago get to key viewpoints and all will
be safe you will therefore notbe asked to experience unfamiliar or untested routes to
photographic locations.

1 All are locations accessed by members of the public and promoted as sudhéyHighland
Council and Visit Scotlandnyoneleavingagreed locations do so at their own risk.

General Health & Safety Advice

Please bear the following specific hazards in mind (these are not comprehensive: others may be

around which you should be mindful of):

1 Mountain Paths Be aware of the steep embankments and rocky outcrops. The path surface
may also be slippery. Do not stand next to edges or back away from a vantage point without
looking behind you.

1 Waterfalls. These often havslippery and rocky paths and potentially fast flowing weadell
locations Never stand on wet rocks or in deepfast moving water to take pictures from; even
if the vantage point may be better from there. Current can be strong and ground conditions
underneath extremely slippery. Never, ever stand near the top of a waterfall.

1 Always wear waterproof walking boots & clbing. t £ S aS Ffaz2 y20S G(KS
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times. Do not at any time place your and others lives in danger by takimgcessary risks.

1 Never keep your camera on a tripod while walking on uneven or slippery ground or near
water. Always remove it from the tripod and pack it away before moving to a new position. This
is because if you do slip, your first instinct will betotect the camera rather than yourself!



1 Do not leave any item of your equipment in a position where it may be a hazard to any other
person in the areathis is of utmost importance in an area such as this with limited access &
dangerous hazards.

1 Be awareof traffic at all times in towns and villageslt is easy to become distracted with
photography; be a conscious of other road and footpath users.

Health and Safety Advice &@pecific Locations
The following locations in particular are highlightedhasing particular potential hazards:

1 The path to and above the Old Man of Storfhe route up to Old man of Storr involves
climbing a well maintained but fairly steep and narrow path. It is 350m from road level to Storr
and another 200m to the ridge abov€ou may experience significant climatic conditions during
the ascent and you must be preparéat cold and windy conditions.

i1 Trotternish Ridgeand the Quiraing It is our intention to explore this ridge beyond the easily
accessible location on the minovad from Staffin to Uig. The path is generally safe but can be
exposed in placesHowever if you prefer to remain close to the parking area, this is a safe
location, though you should be mindful if steep drops from locations and you should not stand
too dose to the edge.

1 Beinn Dearg and the Red CuillinBhe Red Cuillins involve a climb to an altitude of-B50m
They are therefore exposed. However paths are generally well maintained with few steep
drops. However, with any high level mountain locatiomn gbould be careful at all times.

1 Elgol coastline.This is a rocky coastal landscape. Surfaces can be slippery when accessing
viewpoints and you should be careful at all times. You should also be careful of incoming tides.

9 Other waterfall locations suclas Sligachan, Neist Point and the Fairy Podlsis locations are
generally safe. However you should always be careful to watch your footing with any rocky and
slippery surfaces. Neist Point also has a sheer drop. DO NOT stand too close to the cldf edge t
get your images.

1 The Black Cuillindt is not our intention to climb into the Black Cuillins and the Cuillin ridge on
this workshop. This will be included as a location in a workshop in the new year

First Aid / Emergency Medical Treatment

We will have dull First Aid Kit available in the event of any minor accidethis will be kept in one
of the vehicles and taken with us on the mountain dayewever if you have any specific medical
conditions or requirements please bring the necegsaredicatims or first aid items with you.
